The Board of Directors of the Arab Bank for Economic Development in Africa (BADEA), in its session held during the period 19-22 October 2011, has approved loans and grants for some African countries.

The total amount of the approved financing is US$ 48.948 million, of which US $ 46.100 million are earmarked, as loans, for participation in financing of six development projects and US$ 2.848 million are allocated for financing eleven technical assistance operations.

	Project Description and Components
	The project envisages construction of a bridge on the River "Mono" between the towns of "Athieme" in the Republic of Benin and “Agome Glozoo" in the Republic of Togo. The project comprises the following main components:
Civil Works: includes construction of reinforced concrete bridge of 153 meters long and 7.5 meters wide including two sidewalks of 2.5 m wide and 250 meters long each, and construction of vehicles weighing station and transit center,
Consultancy services: consisting of preparation of supplementary hydrological studies on floods in the project area and review the detailed designs and tender documents and construction supervision.
Institutional support to the Project Implementation Unit includes provision of two four-wheel drive vehicles, two computers with accessories, audio-visual tools, photocopier and office equipment.
Audit of project accounts.

	Project objectives
	The project, which is part of the program for Economic and Monetary Union of West Africa "UEMOA", aims to reduce the use of ferries and boats to move between both sides of the river, between Benin and Togo, resulting in time saving for users of the bridge and improving traffic. The project also aims to support trade and economic integration between Benin and Togo, and to improve and revitalize the transit traffic between Nigeria to the east going through Benin and to Togo and Ghana to the west.

	The project falls under NEPAD’s projects and it is part of the desert road that links the countries of North Africa to countries of West Africa. The project aims to break the isolation of the landlocked countries of Niger, Chad and Mali. The project will improve and secure traffic, link production centers and contribute to the economic development of Niger. It also aims to contribute to the support of trade exchanges between the countries of the Maghreb and sub-Saharan African countries (Mali, Niger, Chad and Nigeria).

	Project Description and Components
	The project is located in the province "Salamat" in south-east of the country and includes the following components:
• local development: includes support for village organizations and guidance to farmers to use production inputs.
• Agriculture: includes extension of maize cultivation on an area of ​​1000 hectares, construction of grain stores, provision of agricultural equipment, improved seeds, fertilizers, construction of local markets and construction of units for the manufacture of peanut.
• Animal production: includes the construction of 15 pond for cattle drinking and 5 locatios for the provision of veterinary medicines.
• Education: includes construction and equipping of 22 primary schools to accommodate some 5,400 students, encouragement and fiscal stimulus for girls enrolling in primary school, distribution of school supplies, and the formation of 150 teachers for primary education.
• Health: includes the construction and equipping of 18 health units, provision of medicines and vaccines, payment of salaries of doctors and nurses to run the health units and disease prevention awareness campaigns.
• Infrastructure: includes construction and equipping of 15 shallow wells and 18 deep wells, construction of 75 km of rural roads to break the isolation of the villages, and construction of public toilets.
• Income-generating activities: includes the development of craft industries, development of processing of agricultural products, formation and development of micro-finance institutions and availing 20 hectares of productive land for about 5 groups of women to grow Arabic gum.
• Environment: includes establishment of green belts around villages.
• Support to the Project Implementation Unit: includes the provision of two Pick-up four-wheel drive, office furniture and office equipment and covering operating expenses.
• Consultancy services: includes the preparation of a detailed study of the current status of the various sectors in the project area, preparation of detailed designs and tender documents, assist in bids evaluation and implementation supervision.
• Audit of the project accounts.

	Project objectives
	The project falls within the framework of "sustainable villages" / "Millennium Villages" projects, which aims to contribute to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals. The project also falls within the state's strategy to reduce poverty and support food security and enable the poor to benefit from social services. The project will contribute to poverty reduction, reduce hunger and improve the lives of the general population in the project area through improved agricultural production and development of livestock production resulting in raising the income of residents of the target villages. The project also aims to enable largest number of boys and girls to be enrolled in primary education, reduce child mortality, improve maternal health and resistance to endemic diseases in the project area.

	Civil works and ancillaries for the construction of primary schools, health units, stores of grain, and units of processing peanuts, and places for provision of veterinary medicines, ponds for water, well drilling, public toilets and construction of rural roads will be through local tenders 
Equipment for primary schools and health units; agricultural equipment and inputs; medicines, vaccines, office furniture and equipment; and means of transport will be obtained through local tenders.

	The project is located in the south-western province of “Atakpame”. The road extends from the town of “kpalimé” passing through “Adeta”, “Kalamé” and finally to "Atakpame” with  a total length of 102 km and is divided into two parts:
• Part I "Kpalimé" - "Adajala" -22 km long 
• Part II "Adajala" - "Atakpame” -80 km long 
The first part of the road is currently being implemented with funding from the government.
Part II has the following key elements:
• Civil works and ancillaries: includes construction of asphalt road about 80 km long and 7.4 meters wide including two shoulders each 1.5 meters outside residential areas,
• Consulting services: this includes updating the studies of the project, preparation of tender documents and implementation supervision.
• Institutional support to the Project Implementation Unit: includes provision of a 4-wheel-drive (Pick-up) and computer with accessories, copier, fax machine and running expenses of the PIU

	Project objectives
	The project is among the priorities of the transport sector in Togo and the regional programs at the level of the Economic Community of West African States "CEDEAO" and the Economic and Monetary Union of West Africa, “UEMOA. The project aims to contribute to the economic and social development of Togo, raising the level of the national road network and linking to neighboring Ghana. It aims also to improve the traffic efficiency and reduce the cost of transport and the development of economic and commercial activity of the region, which is the largest one in the country in terms of area and population density and it is the most productive areas for coffee, cocoa and cotton.
